£600 for incremental loss of business).

What does exclusive use get me?

We will either rope off or set up an area with reservation signs to ensure only your guests use the area
for eating or drinking. Staff will try to ensure only guests under the reservation are using the area
reserved. However when booking Globe View we will need to allow access for people passing through
to the main bar and toilet area.

Which area should I choose?

Balcony Bar - exclusive use of balcony

Globe view lounge - Panoramic views with floor to ceiling windows

Full Bar - Exclusive, we can more flexible when booking the whole bar exclusively

*Black lounge - ideal for smaller gatherings up to 25 people, located at the top of the main entrance -
please ask a member of staff for more details

What is the minimum spend for?

The minimum spend allows you to make a reservation for exclusivity when booking for more than 20
people. The spend can be used in various ways, against food, drink or equipment hire if necessary
(please ask a member of staff for more details)

Can you stay open later than the usual operating hours?

We can apply for a late license, which allows us to trade until 12.30am. All guests will be asked to leave
by 1am as per our licensing regulations. There may be an additional late license fee charge on top of
the minimum spend.

Do I have to pay a service charge?

We will only apply a service charge on food for groups over 10 people, at the recommended rate of
12.5

What if I need to cancel my booking?

Cancellations within 48 hours are subject to the loss of deposit. If a cancellation is made prior to 48
hours we will refund any deposits subject to the booking requirements, i.e. if pre-order of food is made
and then a booking is cancelled, this will be charged to the booking and payable.

When do I have to pay by?

A deposit of 25% is required for all areas booked exclusively. Remainder amount must be paid on the
day by cash or credit card. Cheques will only be accepted if cleared prior to date of event.

Additional Info

Liability for damages -

The person making the booking accepts liability for damages on behalf of their group or company.
Disturbance to neighbours -

The management may alter the volume of music or close off areas at their discretion. The group
accepts to behave in a sensitive manner when leaving the building and to promptly vacate Stew Lane.
